Today we celebrate the Tenth Sunday after Pente-
cost. The best part about preaching is that you get
a chance to really delve deeply into the readings
and find God’s message that speaks to us. Pente-
cost is all about the Holy Spirit, flowing through
our lives, and creating a tapestry the binds us to-
gether for a greater purpose. Today I would like to
see if we can pull apart a few threads of this tapes-
try in today’s readings and then weave them into a
modern day rope that binds both to the past and
our shared future. 

In the Old Testament reading, we turn to Hosea,
one of the twelve minor prophets who lived in the
8th century BC. The Kingdom of Israel (or the
Northern Kingdom) was relatively prosperous
place. However internal feuding among the aristocracy had led to a series of
kings each coming to power by killing their predecessor. It was a time of little
social justice. The rich land owners basked in feudal power, above the reach
of the law, and increasingly praying to fertility god Ba’al with incense, danc-
ing, and orgies.  The poor, consisting of just about everyone else, had the usual
brutally tough existence including rampant slavery. Externally, the Kingdom
of Israel was aligned with the Kingdom Of Judah (or the Southern Kingdom)
and was constantly shifting alliances with the Assyrians to the north and the
Egyptians to the south. By the middle of the 8th century BC, the Kingdom of
Israel was crushed by the Assyrian and the tribes of Israel scattered.

Just for a moment, let us wonder a little about Hosea’s life in the time before
the Assyrian invasion. Hosea appears to come from a prosperous family. Some-
where along the line, he goes on an inward journey and finds his true faith as
a preacher. He sees great injustice in the world and is deeply moved to speak
out. I imagine that his preaching about God’s displeasure was not very popu-
lar. In fact one the reference articles states he did not have much of a follow-
ing and was quite lonely. 

His faith was rewarded with direct contact with God. Can you image the sur-
prise? I can’t help but think of the old Bill Cosby comedy routine about Noah
and the Ark. Noah is standing around when he hears God say, “Noah” and

Spirituality and Justice Award
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Noah says “Who is that?” … “It’s the Lord Noah”
and Noah says “Riiiiiighhhttt … who is this really?”

Lonely but committed to his faith, the Lord tells
him to seek the hand of Gomer. In those days
Gomer was a popular name and often used for
women of beauty. A sort of Sophia Loren of her
time, I imagine someone who is both beautiful and
promiscuous. “Hosea … go and seek Gomer’s
hand” and Hosea thinks “Riiiiiighhhttt.” In spite of
his trepidation, he does so and in no time of at all
Gomer falls in love with him, a lonely preacher.
The next thing you know, he has three children
(albeit with unfortunate names) and a great love
story unfolds. In fact, his life, love for Gomer, and
children become a great parable for all the tribes
of Israel. Hosea loves Gomer in spite of her infi-
delity much like God loves the Israelites in spite of
their idolatry of Ba’al. Remember, this is God of
the Old Testament - the destroyer of Sodom, Go-
morrah, Admah, and Zeboiim. God is really angry
yet the “heart recoils” and ultimately the anger
abates. While the people are to be scattered when
the Assyrians invade, eventually they will all be
called back again as birds from the south (Egypt)
and doves from the north (Assyria). 

Now I would like you to image threads, thin little
golden lines that stretch across geography and
time. Perhaps you can see them or perhaps you
can feel them. They are gossamer strands that
wrap back to Hosea. The first thread is connected
to Hosea and his inward journey of faith. The sec-
ond thread is about his journey together with
Gomer and a small group of followers in a time of
great unrest. The last thread links to Hosea’s out-
ward journey trying to bridge the divide between
people of Israel and God. Three thin little golden
strands wrapping around each other to form a
golden string. Now let’s add a few more strands
from Psalm 107. Each time the Lord rescues his
people (five, six, seven, and more) another thread
wraps around our golden string linked to Hosea.
Now we have a thin rope and we are zooming
across time.

Eight hundred years later the pencil thin rope
stretches into a prison cell in Rome where Paul is
writing to the Colossians a small town in western
Turkey. While he never visited the town, like

Hosea, he implores the
Phyrgian church to listen
to the Lord, become
more obedient, and
he asks them to
place Christ at the
head of the church. I
don’t think they were
listening as the city
was destroyed by an earthquake
shortly thereafter and is today just a
large mound. I imagine Paul sitting in the
prison cell writing letter after letter.
Each one creates a another golden
thread linking cities all over the Near East,
stretching from many points back to Rome. Our
thin rope is getting thicker and stronger. Now
imagine the golden rope zooming forward in
time (almost two thousand years) and space
(Four thousand one hundred and ten miles) to
modern day Brookline, Massachusetts. 

Specifically All Saints Parish on the corner of 
Beacon Street and Dean Road. 

Specifically to this lectern and at this precise mo-
ment.

Can you see it? Can you feel it? 

I can. It is right here. In fact, three little threads
stretch from my heart and are intertwined with
the rope just a few feet in front of me.

The first thread in connected to my inward jour-
ney of faith. I think I always have had faith. A con-
viction that good things will happen and that
there is “something” beyond our mortal pale.
However, like many people, I went to college, got
a job, got married, and started a family without a
church home. Both baptized and raised Roman
Catholics, Sue and I drifted back towards the
Catholic Church with our precious children in
tow. We wanted them to have some sense of faith.
For me, it was a comfortable routine but not all
that meaningful. 

Nine years ago this month, a single gossamer
thread began when we crossed those two doors

in the front of this church. Our assistant rector at
the time, Leslie Sterling, was preaching from this
very spot. Seeing a powerful African American
woman preaching grabbed our hearts. This church
affected us in ways neither of us anticipated. I
found myself being moved by many great ser-
mons, our Spirituality and Justice Award, the many
acts of kindness (both large and small) of our con-
gregation, and by the haunting magic of the solo
sung each year by a graduating senior in Schola in
a darkened church on Christmas Eve. We attended
Journeys in Faith and decided to be confirmed in
the Episcopal Church. 

Just a few millimeters away from the point where
the thread of my inward journey joins the rope is
a special moment in time. It is Maundy Thursday,
48 hours before my confirmation by the Bishop.
The Church is dark, the proceedings are solemn,
and I am standing just over there by the chairs. At
the appointed time, each parishioner comes for-
ward, sits down, takes off a shoe, and then a stock-
ing. One by one, I and the other confirmants take
the parishioner’s foot in our hand, poor water over
it and into a bowl, and then gently wipe away the
moisture with a soft towel. We are recreating
Jesus’ last acts with the Apostles when He washed
each of their feet. 

Such a simple act. Gently holding someone’s foot.
Some are friends, some are strangers. Being ticklish
myself, I make sure I am holding firmly. I am
bowed down and I poring and wiping. I feel it. My
inward journey is becoming real in a way that is so
hard to explain. Washing the feet of others, the act
of humility, transformed me and made that little
thread that goes straight into my heart and wraps
around the golden rope. 

Now the second thread … Our journey together
with this congregation. This thread is a little more
interesting to look at. It is more like a diaphanous
vale made by a multitude of spider silks between
me and each of you. What is really amazing is how
these silks make threads, strings, and ropes all
throughout this room. Nine years of amazing inter-
actions together. First it was projects like yard
cleaning, tag sales, and cooking for the congrega-
tion down stairs. Then it was mission work in

Dorchester, East Boston, Roxbury, and even in
Newton. We built houses together. We were Santa
Claus for all the kids and adults in the Cross Roads
Shelter. We visit and preach in local prisons. We
build gardens in Nicaragua.  We farmed in Hon-
duras. We built a dispensary in Tanzania. We de-
bated the Millennium Development Goals. We
honored great people like Yang Jianli, Paul Farmer,
Marian Wright Edelman, and Deborah Little
Wyman. We cared for each other and we cared for
others. Such a small congregation with such a
huge heart.

Here, let me show you one little thread among the
many that makes this community so strong. Sev-
eral years ago we honored Bishop Gene Robinson
with the Spirituality and Justice Award. I was sit-
ting right over there in that pew. Just behind me
were guests from Bishop Robinson’s home parish
that had traveled down from New Hampshire to
see him receive the award. The Bishop delivered a
moving sermon on how to feel God and do God’s
work on earth. Ignoring the controversy of his
being gay, Bishop Robinson preached up and
down the main aisle with power, grace, and humil-
ity. He literally radiated his passion for God. After
the sermon, he returned to his seat over there. It
was time to get ready for communion. Bob Honey-
sucker, our amazing bass soloist, walked to the
middle of the high alter and began to sing the
Negro spiritual “Let Us Break Bread Together” acap-
pella and all alone.   

The first verse was so powerful … “Let us break
bread together, on our knees …”

In the second verse, incredibly Bob’s voice began
expand … “Let us drink wine together, on our
knees …” – one of Gene’s parishioners said, “Oh
my.”

In the third verse, Bob’s voice began explode and
wash over the congregation … “Let us all sing to-
gether, on our knees …”

I had goose bumps; I was mesmerized, and I began
to have tears in my eyes. Even Bishop Robinson
turned in his chair and was amazed at Bob’s magi-
cal voice.

Three Threads for One Parish, cont’d
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In the fourth and final verse, Bob lowered his
voice and gently brought us down to earth
singing, “Let us all work together, on our knees …”

I turned around with tears on my cheeks and saw
that all of Gene’s Robinson’s friends were smiling,
crying, and moved beyond words.

Can you see that thread? It is such a lovely thing
and it is thin and so very strong.

And now the third and final thread for today …
Our journey outward. Something amazing hap-
pened to me in 2009. This thread begins with a
typical phone call from a headhunter friend. As a
twenty year technology leader, I am often called
for names of people to lead companies. This call
was a little different. “Do you know anyone that
might consider leaving high tech and run an inter-
national non-profit?” Kind of odd question, but OK
here are a few names. After rattling off the sixth or
seventh name, my mouth said, “and I might be in-
terested.” 

“Who said that?” It was one of those “It’s the Lord,
Noah” moments. My mouth was being run by my
heart. My brain was not very happy. What was
going on here? I mumbled something about send-
ing me the position description via email while
my brain was trying figure out how the other body
parts had the temerity to disobey orders. I tried to
put all thoughts aside and get back to work. It was
not easy. 

That very night we had one of those marital mo-
ments. You know, when your wife asks you at 3
a.m. if you are sleeping?

“Yes, I am sleeping.”

“Can we talk?”

“Not now, I am sleeping. How about in the morn-
ing?”

“Let me ask you, do you think you will spend the
rest of your life running high tech start-up compa-
nies?”

This is sort of like asking a teenager, “When are
you planning to get a job?”

Suddenly I was awake. I mean really awake after
being in a deep sleep. I sat up and said, “Funny you
should ask me today of all days because just about
12 hours ago, I kind of threw my hat in the ring
for a job with a non-profit. I know this sounds
strange, but what do you think if I spend the rest
of my life focused on poverty and injustice?” After
a pause and confirmation that I was serious, Sue
said, “Go for it.” The thread had begun, I couldn’t
sleep. I felt called in a way that scared me. Is this
the hand of God? Is this what it feels like?

I am now the COO of Oxfam America. In the last
year, I have traveled the world - Africa, Asia, and the
Americas. From Louisiana to Lima, Sikasso to Seam
Reap, Dakar to Darfur, San Salvador to Addis Ab-
baba. I have been moved to tears over and over
again by people experiencing poverty and over-
come with joy for our work in helping them.
There are so many threads that have now woven
around this one special one but we’ll save that for
another time.

When people ask me about how it came to be that
I am running Oxfam America, I tell them it is long
story. But I always mention that it starts with my
time at All Saints Parish, in Brookline, Massachu-
setts. It goes back to a moment 9 years ago, to this
very spot. It is meshed into all of you because you
made me realize true humility in the washing of
feet. It is because of you, the Holy Spirit, the
preaching of Hosea, and letters from Paul. It is a
golden rope that connects me to you and past to
present. Better yet, it is a rope the goes forth from
us in time and space. It is a journey together for
the next decades of my life. As Luke said in the
gospel“This very night your life is being de-
manded of you!” 

Amen.
