Charles LaFond on October 1-2

The Stewardship Committee is very pleased to announce
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that the Rev. Canon Charles LaFond will be the preacher at
our liturgies on the first weekend in October for the kick-
off of Stewardship Month!

Canon LaFond will lead a workshop on “Living a Holy Life in a Noisy
World" on Saturday, October 1. Continental breakfast 8:30-9:00 am,
workshop 9:00 am to 12:15 pm. He is a dynamic teacher who calls the
Church to a deeper awareness of how much we are loved by God and
to a simpler and more aware life in that context. All are invited to this
workshop which we are calling “a spa for your soul.”

Charles LaFond is the Canon for Stewardship of the Diocese

of New Hampshire. He has lived the last few years as a monk at the
monastery of the Society of St. John the Evangelist where he did spiritual direction and led retreats. His
current ministry combines a decade as a fund raiser and a second decade as a priest and monk. Charles
comes at stewardship not so much as a logistical issue, but rather as a pastoral, spiritual and theological
issue in a country weighed down by wealth and power and in a world weighed down by poverty and ill-
ness. A master potter of 25 years, Charles lives on a farm with a pottery studio in the woods of New
Hampshire with his black lab named “Kai,” some sheep and a mouse named “Fred.”

Mission Trip to Tanzania

Colin Johnstone and Carol Pineiro participated in a summer mission trip to the Anglican Diocese of
Tanga. This was Colin’s third trip and Carol’s first. They write:

It was a hectic week of visits to parishes and
projects, visiting old friends and making new
ones. Our first visit was to St Alban’s in
Mgombezi. We attended Sunday mass
presided over by our friend Canon Joel
Makame where, once again, we were drawn
into the beauty and solemnity of the liturgy
by the choir singing in the plaintive harmony
typical of Tanzanian church music. We partici-
pated in reading the lessons, in Swahili, were
introduced to the congregation by Father Joel
and exchanged gifts with him and the War-
dens. It was also Joel's 37th birthday so the
congregation and we serenaded him

with a rousing chorus of Happy Birthday.

We noted many improvements to the

parish since Colin’s last visit, 2 years ago:

a new parish hall with a tailoring school, a piggery, a chicken house, a parish shop and the new Sun-
day School room and swings donated by the children of our parish, in 2010.

We spent a day visiting Kizara, in the Usambara mountains, where we saw impressive progress in the
building of the village Health Center. Thanks to significant donations from All Saints and Episcopal
friends from the Dioceses of Massachusetts, Fort Worth and Dallas, the building phase is almost com-
plete. Solar power has been fully installed in the maternity unit while the other two units are wired

A Warm Welcome to New Welcoming Coordinator Wendy Samuel

Over the past two years, the Vestry and the Welcome and Evangelism Committee have been discussing the
possibility of establishing a formal position at All Saints Parish for a point person to reach out to visitors and
newcomers to the parish. In this we have been motivated by the belief that one of our most important min-
istries both as individual Christians and as a church is to share our excitement about our faith and our com-
munity with others who are seeking a connection to God. We are very pleased that one of our parish
members, Wendy Samuel, has offered to undertake this new role which is being called the Welcoming Coor-
dinator.

Wendy and her husband Nat have been attending All Saints for two years. Wendy was born and raised in St.
Kitts, where she was very active in her birth parish, St. Anne's Anglican Church. For four years she worked as
a missionary at Mustard Seed Communities in Jamaica, caring for children who are disabled or have HIV and
have been abandoned. In 2007, she moved to the United States and began a master's program at Boston
College in pastoral ministry, which she completed in 2009. Currently Wendy is employed at Elizabeth Seton
Academy, a Catholic girls” high school in Dorchester, as Campus Minister and part-time freshman Theology
teacher. At All Saints, Wendy has been a member of the ushering team and of the Welcome and Evangelism Committee.

We are very excited that Wendy has stepped forward to assume the responsibility to be the Welcoming Coordinator for All Saints Parish. On
Sunday mornings, Wendy will be at the Beacon Street door to the Sanctuary to meet newcomers, both before and after the service.

A Note from Tim Trussell-Smith
Greetings All Saints!

This fall, I will begin my year-long placement as your seminarian. | am full of joy at the prospect of learning
and serving at our wonderful church; shifting my role at All Saints from an actively involved member who is in
seminary to a seminarian formally practicing the art of ministry.

Because | have been attending All Saints for more than two years (and have been a member for more than a
year) | am already blessed by many wonderful relationships within the parish. | have served as a liturgical minis-
ter in worship, participated in the Explorations and Journeys adult formation classes and | was confirmed at
the Easter Vigil in 2010. Last year, | had the privilege of co-mentoring our middle school class with Becky Taylor
— getting to know many of our amazing young people. My wife, April, and | even rent Cornell and Maija
Gray's downstairs apartment! Clearly, | am already connected with our parish. But | am also aware that there are many of you
whom | have yet to get to know. So let me tell you a little about my background.

I am from the Southeast with family roots in Arizona and New Mexico. | attended both high school and college in Georgia; gradu-
ating from Mercer University in Macon in 2006. Like any college experience, many important things happened to me at Mercer but
two stand out. First, | discovered the Christian faith and was baptized into the body of Christ and the Episcopal Church during my
senior year (it's a long story that I'd love to share with you sometime.) Second, | met my wife, April. We were married just after
graduation, at which point | added her last name, Trussell, to mine. | am one of the very few men | know who has to fill in the
“maiden name” blank on documents!

Also during my final year in college | began to think about becoming a priest — a call that became more persistent the more | ex-
plored it. However, that call to ministry was also long and complex and it eventually led me away from the Episcopal Church for a
time and, finally, to Andover Newton Theological School where | realized that | had really been an Episcopalian all along. And that is
how | came to All Saints parish two years ago and have now come to be your seminarian for the coming year!

In this year, | will be focusing on the Christian Education ministries of our parish. | will continue to work with the middle school class
both in Sunday school and by taking part in the events of our deanery’s youth collaborative. | will also help to teach the Explo-
rations and Journeys classes and other adult offerings. At the same time | will peek over Becky’s shoulder as much possible to learn
about the bigger picture of a Christian Education program and to this end | will also sit in on the other Sunday School classes. And,
of course, | will take part in worship and in other opportunities throughout the year. This year promises to be yet another interest-
ing stage of my journey as a follower of Jesus Christ. | can’t wait to experience this season of our journey together with God as a
church community with all of you.

Please fill out the pledge card in the "Bountiful Blessings...Gra-
cious Living" brochure and bring it to the altar on Gift Sunday
weekend. Making a pledge offers us an opportunity to express our
thanks for what God has given us.

Why Should | Pledge?

In making a pledge, we express our gratitude to God for all our
blessings, and respond with a promise; the congregation and
those we serve beyond our selves count on that promise. This
pledge income determines how the Vestry plans and implements
the annual parish operating budget.

What Is A Faithful Pledge?
The tithe (10% of your income) is a standard of giving that has
had special significance for God'’s people. We encourage giving

intentionally the proportion of our income to God’s work that

represents a meaningful commitment, one that entails a personal risk and
reflects our faith that God provides for all our needs. This year we are asking
members to consider making at least an increase of 1% of income in their
annual giving.

What If | Can Only Pledge A Small Amount?

Every pledge counts! The challenge is not how much we give but what the
gift means to us.

A Way to Calculate Your Current Level of Giving

1. Enter your annual income here
(either before or after taxes).

2. Move the decimal point one place
to the left. This is your tithe.

3. Total what you now contribute to:
a. All Saints Parish
b. Other charitable causes
c. Total
4. Divide what you currently contribute
by your income (Line 3C divided by
Line 1). Move the decimal point two
places to the right. This is the

percentage of your income you are
now giving.

We ask everyone to calculate the percent of your income that you currently
give in charitable contributions and to consider increasing your level of giv-
ing by an additional 1% of your annual income. More information is online
at www.allsaintsbrookline.org.

Mission Trip to Tanzania, cont'd

Father William Mbuji, the area Dean, has promised us an opening date for the maternity unit, at
which time we will send funds, already donated, for equipment and supplies.

St Cyprian’s in Vugiri welcomed us with enthusiastic ululations by the women of the congregation
and we were deeply moved by the singing of the adult and children’s choirs. We were given gifts
of sugar cane, beans, eggs and bananas which we supplemented with rice, soap, sugar and beans
to take as gifts, the next day, to the leprosy care center in Misufini.

The leprosy center is a rather sad place whose needs are not fully met by the government. The
parishioners of St Francis of Assisi in Mapinduzi have adopted the center as part of their outreach
program and they receive additional help from friends in the Diocese of Hereford in England. De-
spite this, some of the center’s basic needs remain unfilled especially an adequate and reliable sup-

ply of water.

Children’s Sabbath: Sunday, October 16

For many years, All Saints Parish has joined with congregations
of all faiths across the nation for the national observance of
Children’s Sabbath sponsored by the Children’s Defense Fund
in Washington, DC. This celebration aims to unite congrega-
tions in a shared concern for children and a common commit-
ment to improving their lives and working for justice on their
behalf. We are canceling all Church School classes on October
18 so that all our children and young people can participate in
the entire worship service that morning. Becky Taylor, Director
of Children’s, Youth & Family Ministries, will be preaching.

New midweek Church School begins on Sept 22

As great as our Sunday morning program for children and
youth is, for some families in our congregation that day just
doesn’t work. To address these issues, we are launching a
new midweek Church School for children in Kindergarten
through 5th Grade. The program is a multi-age learning and
worship experience for children and their adult companions
(parents, grandparents, childcare providers, etc.). We will
meet on Thursdays from 4:00 to 5:30 p.m. The teaching and
learning content will follow what is happening in our Godly
Play and Grades 2-5 classrooms on Sundays. Almost all of
the fall classes will focus on the Moses story.

This new program is not designed to keep families away
from All Saints on Sunday morning, but give them a “back
up” opportunity for Christian formation each week.

Charles River Deanery Youth Collaborative:

For kids in Grades 6-8

During the 2011-2012 year, the activities of the CRDYC will

be gathered under the theme “Becoming Children of Light,”
taken from the Gospel of John 12.36: Jesus said, “Believe in
the light, so that you may become children of light.”
