Dear Friends in Christ,

Lent is the time of year when Christians are especially asked to reassess their day-in, day-out
relationship with the world they live in. In a year when that world is putting all of us under
the kind of stresses and strains that we have not had to face all together for a very long time,
it seems to make special sense that we should spend some time together looking at the things
that are troubling us, and asking God to help us respond to them.

To that end, the Stewardship Committee and the All Saints representatives to the Greater
Boston Interfaith Organization have organized house meetings in which parishioners can talk
with each other about the impact on their lives of the economic turbulence now assailing us.
In these meetings we can share concerns about ourselves, our families, our organizations, and
our community. We can also look to the Bible and the life of Jesus, not only for strength and
encouragement, but for ideas about appropriately Christian responses to the challenges we
face. In particular, we hope we can identify some ways in which we can take better care of
each other.

We have set up six meetings. Each of them will bring a group together at least once, for 90
minutes or so, over the next couple of weeks, to discuss a Bible passage, share some stories
and some trust, identify some common concerns, and perhaps generate an idea or two. If
particular groups decide they want to meet again, they can plan to do so.

After the first round of meetings, the GBIO representatives will put together a list of
concerns and ideas to share with the dozens of other GBIO congregations—Christian,
Jewish, Muslim—that are organizing similar house meetings.

Each of the groups has a designated leader, for the first session, at least, and a designated
host. If you are interested in joining one of the meetings—and we hope that you are—please
call or email the host of that group to say that you plan to attend. A list of the meetings is
found on the other side of this letter, with the time and place of the meeting, and the relevant
contact information.

We hope these meetings can bring comfort and hope to many of our parishioners, strengthen
us as a Christian community, and perhaps even make a significant contribution to the larger
world—and help us prepare more fully for a joyous Easter.
